AIMT practices pluralist approach towards all religion functions and encourages the students and faculty
to showcase the same. Every year our institute organizes the national festivals and birth / death
anniversaries of the great Indian personalities. Staff and students get to know the importance of
national integrity in the country in general and their role.

1. Republic Day (26th January) Republic Day is celebrated on January 26 to commemorate the adoption
of constitution with great enthusiasm and patriotism.
